Its History

* Origin among ancient Pagan people
(Celts).

» 2 feasts:
»Beltane (1st May)
»Samhain (1st November)

« 31st October was a Harvest festival

 Rituals led by Druids: divination,
animal/human sacrifice.



When the Gospel came to
Europe, the Church tried to
Christianise the pagan
festival.

Pope Boniface |V instituted All Saints’ Day
on 13th May 609/10 AD.

The celebration was moved to 1st Nov. In
the mid 8th C. by Pope Gregory lll.

Around 834 AD, Gregory IV made it an
official Day to be observed by the Church.



 1st November became the feast of All
Hallows.

* So 31st October became All Hallow’s Eve.

* Through time this was shortened to
Hallowe’en.

1.The Vernal (Spring) Equinox
— March 21st

2.May Eve or Beltane — Apiril
30th

June 22nd

4.Lammas — July 31st



5.Michaelmas — Autumn Equinox —
September 21st

6.Hallowe’'en — October 31st

7.Winter Solstice (Yule) — December 22nd

8.Candlemas — February 2nd
